Someone is Watching and Wondering

Of the many ques-
tions | am asked, one
of the most common
concerns Mary and
the Saints: “Why do
Catholics pray to
Mary and the Saints?”
| usually reply with a
question: “Have you
ever asked someone
to pray for you?” The usual reply is a simple yes. The conversation
continues with me asking, “Can you tell me about that time? What
was going on in your life?” The stories begin to unfold, and a bond
of respect and mutual trust starts forming. After listening to their
story, | try to explain how prayer is a conversation with God, similar
to the conversation we are having. | acknowledge there are times
when we simply cannot find the words to even begin our conversa-
tion/prayer with our heavenly father. Perhaps we feel broken, pain,
shame, lost, alone, unworthy, or we just don’t know how to begin to
tell God our story. However, during our struggles, another individ-
ual appears with a smiling face, gentle touch, listening ear, or kind
gesture, and our words come flooding out. Quite often the telling
ends with these words, “will you pray for me?” Are we praying to
them instead of God, or are we asking for their intercession?

An integral part of the Mass is the Prayers of the Faithful. It is the
time we petition God for blessings, guidance, help and direction,
but these prayers are for others, not ourselves. We intercede for
one another. We lift our voices as one and plead “Lord hear OUR
prayer!” The emphasis is OUR. We, as baptized Christians are part
of a great communion of people, including those who have already
passed from this earthly life. Catholics use the term “communion
of saints,” and we believe Mary’s answer to God puts her as the
first among all others who have subsequently said yes to accepting
and following Jesus as the Son of God. As such, she also has a
special place in the Church and in our lives. If | might be so bold, |
see Mary as the first convert to Christianity, followed closely by
Joseph, the apostles, and all those throughout the past 2,000 years
who have been uniquely called to live and spread the gospel mes-
sage of Christ Jesus. It seems perfectly logical, therefore, to call on
all these fellow believers to pray for and with me, not just in dire
times, but every day; always in all ways. | once heard someone
say, “I'm calling out the elite, the special forces when | ask Mary
and the saints to pray for me.”

It seems to me that the communion of saints is made up or ordi-
nary people, just like me, who have been called by God. Yes,
called individually in unique ways to care for all the gifts God pro-
vides each and every day since the beginning of time. Some are
called to teach, others to heal. Some are called to oversee the wel-
fare of nations, others to care for innocent children. Some are
called to the vocation of ordination, others to the vocation of mar-
riage. Some are called to build shelters, schools, hospitals and
church buildings. Others are called to buildup our knowledge base.
All are called to build community, to live with and care for one an-
other. As followers of Jesus, All are called to agape, unconditional
love. To me interceding, praying for one another is one part of serv-
ing God through serving one another. It also seems to me | need
all the help I can get as | try to follow Jesus. Asking Mary and the
Saints to pray with me and for me is just another petition to a fellow
