In the wake of the horrific Orlando tragedy, Danny
Baker, our Director of Liturgy and Music Ministry,
approached Fr.

The wheels were quickly set in motion, Danny pre-
pared the service, as many parishioners as possible
were contacted, and on Wednesday, June 15, Fr.
Mike presided over a Service of Peace and Prayer
for an End to Violence.

The opening song was "God Weeps With Us Who
Weep and Mourn", which so beautifully expressed
3 f the sentiment that was felt as

t around the hows and whys
this tragedy occurred.

the time to ask the God of
peace to bring peace to this
earth and asked for prayers
that peace would begin right
here, within this holy place. He
referred to the church as a sa-
cred place where we come because we need to be
here to gather as a people of hope. He went on to
say, "no one understands this kind of violence, we
have no answers - there are none". He asked that
we place ourselves in God's hands, to focus on the
power of His love and that no matter what happens,
we must trust in the words of Jesus, "l am with you
always, until the end of age.” (Matt 28:20)

Throughout the service, a bowl of burning incense
sat on a small table near the bottom of the Easter
candle. As Father lifted the bowl and incensed the
candle and the people, the wafting smoke, purifying
all that it touched, was a visual reminder that our
prayers were rising to heaven.

The service closed with the singing of “We Shall
Overcome”. And we, God's people, shall.

Someone is Watching and Wondering

This Wednesday (June 29th) we the Church celebrate
the Solemnity of St. Peter the Apostle and St. Paul the
teacher of the Gentiles. There is much written about
Peter in the Gospels, but Paul isn’t mentioned until the
Acts of the Apostles. It seems, however, that we come
to know him primarily through his letters to the
churches he help establish. When | was initially intro-
duced his letters | had difficulty reading or relating to
them. The one exception was 1 Corinthians 13, which |
found inspirational and up-lifting. Since becoming a
Catholic, however, | have discovered a sense of en-
couragement and hope in his writing.

| recently re-read the second chapter of the letter to
the Philippians, and was particularly struck with the
following: “Do nothing from selfish ambition or conceit
but in humility regard others as better than yourselves.
Let each of you look not to your own interests, but to
the interest of others. Let the same mind be in that that
was in Christ Jesus.” (3-5) These words are directly to
the central message of the Gospels, and reflect the
current teachings of Pope Francis. In other words, liv-
ing the Christian life isn’t all about me and God, it is
about lovingly caring about and for others. Church is
not a singular noun; it is a plural noun. We are not iso-
lated, holy islands in a sea a non-believers, sinners or
“the others.” We are united through our humanity with
God'’s creation, and called to serve others, as ser-
vants, by our Lord, Jesus Christ. Take some time to
read this letter, and reflect on its impact in your life be-
fore June 29th.
