She remained a 
California Resident for 11 years, before moving to Michigan, where she re-
sided until 2017, when she moved to Florida. She was a member of Saint 
Theresa Catholic Church in California, and attended Mass at Saint James 
whenever she was in Kansas City. Kate started her career as a Seamstress at 
an early age, eventually working for Buckner’s Bridal in New York, before retir-
ing in 1988. In addition to a Full-Time Seamstress, she was also a Full-Time 
Homemaker, always keeping her home in order, while raising her 3 children. 
Kate was a loving wife, mom and grandma who was relentlessly loyal to her 
family. She preferred indoor activities, including sewing and playing the Slots 
and Poker machines at the casino. Many will remember her as a thimble col-
lector. Her collection grew whenever friends or family members traveled some-
where new, as they would bring her one from their trip. 
 

Kate was preceded in death by her husband, Charles J. Robles, Sr., when he 
died in 2011; her parents; 4 brothers, Edward, Joseph, John and Frank; and 4 
sisters, Stephanie, Kate, Jean and Victoria; leaving Kate the last member of 
her family to pass.
