In Psalm 27 the Psalmist yearns for God: "Of you
my heart speaks; you my glance seeks." In the gos-
pel, Peter, James, and John encounter God in the
whole-body way. They see the face of Jesus trans-
figured before them, and then, entering into a cloud,
they hear the voice of God! The cloud is reminiscent
of Moses' meeting with God on Mount Sinai when
he received the tablets of the law. As happened with
Moses, God’s present envelops Peter, James, and
John. Naturally we hear that the disciples became
frightened when they entered the cloud. Yearning
for God’s presence cannot prepare us for the unfa-
thomable reality of experiencing the living God. And
yet we continue to seek God knowing, as St.
Augustine said, "Our hearts are restless until they
rest in you." How do we experience the deep desire
to see God's face in our own lives?

Someone is Watching and Wondering

Last Saturday our St. James Community sent 21 indi-
viduals to the Rite of Election/Enrollment and the Call
to Continuing Conversion, held at the Cathedral of the
Immaculate Conception with Bishop James Johnston
presiding. This Rite marks the entry of these men and
women into the final period of catechesis (The Period
of Purification and Enlightenment) which coincides with
Lent and proceeds their reception of the Sacraments of
Initiation at the Easter Vigil. Anticipation is growing and
they are eager to become fully initiated into the Catho-
lic Church and to finally join our faith family at the Eu-
charistic banquet.

If you have never had the opportunity to attend this
Rite, its purpose, based on the testimony of godpar-
ents/sponsors and catechists and the reaffirmation of
intent on the part of catechumens and candidates, is
for the Church to judge their readiness for the Sacra-
ments. The Church announces its election of the cate-
chumens who have shown dispositions that make
them fit to receive the sacraments of initiation. This
step is called Election because the acceptance made
by the Church is founded on the election by God, in
whose name the Church acts. In other words, these
individuals are willingly saying “Yes” to God’s call. As a
pledge of fidelity to the gospels and Christian way of
life, each catechumen inscribes their name in the Book
of the Elect. Before celebrating this Rite, the catechu-
mens have gone through a significant period of cate-
chesis and discernment to determine their conversion
in mind and action and their development of a spirit of
faith and charity (agape). Similarly, during this com-
bined Rite the Church recognizes the desire of the can-
didates (those previously baptized) to be sealed with
the gift of the Holy Spirit and to have a place at Christ’s
Eucharistic table. This week our candidates celebrate a
Penitential Rite. The following three Sundays the Elect
will celebrate the Scrutinies.

Now, together with our faith family, both the Elect and
the candidates join in a sprit of repentance during Lent
and continued discernment, seeking out any thoughts,
words, or actions in their lives which prevent a full par-
ticipation in the life of Christ. They will name personal
sins, communal sins and sins of hopelessness (depair)
which block their openness to the actions of the Holy
Spirit, and prevents trusting in and surrendering to the
will of God. As a faith community let’s pray for these
men and women and together journey toward the joy
of Easter.
